The Netherlands is still funding the national NGO JFA-PFE to enhance the Human Rights Protection and the Justice Service Delivery. A component within this
programme aims to improve the case-clearance rate of the Federal Court and the Regional Court in Amhara and Oromia. Backlogged files are left over court files
which are to be heard by the court. This is a very challenging problem in the court system affecting the suspects by creating lengthy trial delays.

The Netherlands also supported the creation of legal aid centers in prisons. One was successfully opened in Ambo prison, with the assistance of the Ambo Law
school.

The Netherlands is supporting the Criminal Justice and Integrity component of UNODC sNational Integrated Programme for Ethiopia. The programme aims to
support the GoE seffort against corruption and to strengthen the criminal justice institutions by improving the effectiveness of investigation, prosecution, access to
justice, fair trial and execution of penal sanctions, and by securing the protection of vulnerable groups.

Moreover, the project with the Ministry of Justice (MoJ) tries to enable the stakeholders to carry out the reform programmes, as set out in the Growth and
Transformation Plan and the five year plans of the MoJ by providing training for prosecutors and investigators, by upgrading the professional competence of legal
personnel (LLM), and by upgrading teacher skills.

	3b: The Prevention and Management of Gender Based Violence-programme that is being implemented by UNFPA-Ethiopia is contributing to:  raising awareness, engagement of men and boys in the efforts to mobilize communities against GBV, mass media campaigns, and other activities (for instance the provision of services for GBV survivors in safe houses by providing medical, psychological and legal support). In 2014 additional services in the safe-house facilities became available, such as following court cases while residing in safe-houses, and self-defense trainings. 

Human Rights trainings have been given by Justice for All-Prison Fellowship Ethiopia (JFA-PFE). Within this training, police, militia and prison officials identify their role in protecting human rights and improving commitments and determination to respect and enforce human rights in general. 

UNODC has supported in the development of national and regional programmes on improved security, by promoting an efficient, accessible and fair justice system. UNODC assisted in providing expertise to the Government of Ethiopia (GoE) in developing an effective National Crime Prevention Strategy and Action Plan, and builds the capacity of their criminal justice system. In 2014 much preparatory work has been done, and 2015 will prove a crucial year for the actual implementation of the various national plans and training curricula.
