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Following the thorough examination of the propdsglthe secretariat of the Committee on
European Affairs and the experts of the politicaups, the Committee on European Affairs
discussed the proposal on its meeting of 24 Fep2@09.

The Committee on European Affairs finds that then@ossion’s justifications with regard to
the subsidiarity and proportionality principles &wemal and only reflect the relevant wording
of the EC-Treaty without any further explanation.

The Explanatory Memorandum does not refer to thsigliarity principles and the recital 23
of the Preamble does not go beyond the wording®iTEeaty.

Point 2.) of the attached Impact Assessment onidiabisy contains a brief declaration
regarding the basis for Community competence irfitld covered by the Proposal, without
any further detailed reasoning.

The Committee considers that the Proposal inclunldy a formal justification, but it
concludes that the breach of subsidiarity was onand since the scope of the envisaged
harmonisation seem to comply with the provisionshef EC-Treaty and respects the relevant
competence of the Member States.
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
